1.	Introduction

Community Development Block Grant (CDBG)
The Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program is authorized Under Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974. The primary objective of the CDBG Program is the development of viable communities to benefit low and moderate-income persons. An activity (or project) must meet one of the following three National Objectives:
· Benefits to Low and Moderate-Income Persons
· Prevention or Elimination of Slums or Blighted areas as pre-approved by HUD
· Other Urgent Needs (as in a national disaster declared by the President or state declared disaster) (Please be advised that the City of Texarkana does not utilize the “Urgent Need” National Objective at this time.)
This One-Year Action Plan identifies specific activities which are to be conducted in support of many of the priorities and objectives outlined in the 2023-2027 Five-Year Consolidated Plan (CP) for the City of Texarkana, Arkansas. It is anticipated that the majority of the objectives of the CDBG program will be met and or exceeded.  The One-Year Action Plan is updated and presents the specific programs and projects to be implemented in FY 2025 along with their respective funding sources and allocations.
During the fiscal year 2024, the Public Works Department of the City of Texarkana, Arkansas held public hearings to provide general information on the CDBG Program, national objectives, eligible activities, available funds and the process of applying for CDBG funds.
Notices of the public hearings and locations of the meetings were published in the Texarkana Gazette, the local newspaper on November 6th & 10th , 2024.  This 2024 CDBG Budget was approved by the Board of Director’s on December 23, 2024, with Resolution No. 2024-103.

This One-Year Action Plan identifies specific activities which are to be conducted in support of many of the priorities and objectives outlined in the 2023-2027 Five-Year Consolidated Plan (CP) for the City of Texarkana, Arkansas. It is anticipated that the majority of the objectives of the CDBG program will be met and or exceeded. The One-Year Action Plan is updated and presents the specific programs and projects to be implemented in FY 2025 along with their respective funding sources and allocations. 
In the Five-Year Consolidated Plan, the City noted three types of obstacles to meeting underserved needs: (1) awareness of needs; (2) financial resources; and (3) capacity. In the FY 2025 funding year, the City will undertake a number of actions to address these obstacles.
The City will continue to encourage and seek input from the community on conditions and needs through public hearings, city council meetings, and other meetings with nonprofit organizations who serve low- to moderate-income persons through their programs.  City staff will also continue to make numerous contacts within the community that are conduits for learning about the needs of our residents.  City staff attend neighborhood meetings and are often asked to speak at these meetings.
During the coming year, the City will continue to provide CDBG funds to assist a range of needs in the community from senior services to providing funds for after school programs. Programs funded will be encouraged to extend their outreach to special needs and underserved groups.
3.	Evaluation of past performance 
This is an evaluation of past performance that helped lead the grantee to choose its goals or projects.
Quality public facilities, new public services, one residential home received major repairs and revitalized a neighborhood in a LMA are the successful projects in the City of Texarkana, Arkansas.  Over the last five years the allowable amount of funds has been spent on public service, public facilities and housing demolition, thus creating a suitable living environment and revitalizing the LMA neighborhoods.  CDBG has helped build and support projects that would have otherwise been impossible to achieve. 
There is still a lack of committed citizen participation in the public hearing and community arena.  Two community meetings were held for input on the 2025 Annual Action Plan.  The City wants to present an opportunity to bring a different group of community residents to the table to hear their views of what is needed in the LMI neighborhoods.
Overall, major goals will be met, and significant progress is continually being made in regard to public service activities, housing, and public facilities.  Demolition continues to be an area of great concern to everyone in the city.  There are many abandoned structures that need to be torn down, but absentee landowners and available funds are the main barriers in this area.  Therefore, the City is focusing on preserving the housing stock we currently have by partnering with Habitat for Humanity to offer a minor housing rehab program with emphasis on roof repair, attic insulation, minor wood replacement and outside house painting.  This past year though we experienced issues that caused minor home repairs to become major home repairs as the home that were completed had underlying issues that were not seen at first.

All meetings were held in handicap accessible facilities. Provisions were made for non-English speaking persons upon request, whereas to have someone at each meeting that spoke Spanish.  Most neighborhoods in the city have a mixture of several races and the outreach is done through publication in the local newspaper.

7.	Summary
Grant Administration
The Public Works Department is responsible for administering programs covered by the consolidated plan. The day-to-day function, financial reports, progress reports, sub-recipient monitoring, grant writing and community planning activities are activities categorized as Program Administration and Planning. There are several employees that manage and maintain the Public Works Department however, this fund will be administered by Interim Director of Public Works, Tracie Lee. The Federal Regulations limit the Administrative budget to 20 percent of the city’s annual allocation, and it is adhered to respectfully. For the 2025 program year, the Grant Administration Activity is budgeted at $57,670.
Community Development/Public Service/Housing & Housing Demolition
The City of Texarkana, Arkansas has Non-Profit organizations that operate the City’s neighborhood center and are supported by CDBG that offer public services for job training, back-to-school supplies and activities associated with education, youth and senior programs. In the 2025 program year, these projects/activities are budgeted at $37,121.
The citizens of Texarkana have voiced a strong concern relating Public Facilities in regard to the quality of life in their neighborhoods through activities for the youth and senior programs, poor drainage facilities, as well as roads which are nearly impassable. Community Development Block Grant funds will be utilized by the Public Works Department to mainly address operation of the Texarkana Rec Center and secondly to address the physical deterioration of streets, sidewalks, drainage issues, parks and playgrounds in low-moderate areas. In the 2025 program year, these projects/activities are budgeted at $188,048.
The citizens of Texarkana have voiced a strong concern relating to Housing in regard to the quality of life in their neighborhoods through poor housing stock, housing rehabilitation and minor roof repairs.  The City of Texarkana, Arkansas is in the process of trying to rebuild the city’s housing rehab program through re-staffing.  As such a process will require hiring of new staff in order to effectively operate and manage the program, City staff will have to find a way to fund the positions and seek the approval of the Board of Directors.  Until the funding is acquired, and the board has approved the hiring of staff positions the city will continue a minor rehab program and coordinate housing demolition within one block area to clean the neighborhoods for possible developer new builds.  Community Development Block Grant funds will also be utilized by the Public Works Department to address the physical deterioration of homes and commercial buildings which exist in low-moderate areas.  For FY2024 the funding is allocated to minor rehab, neighborhood block clean-up as related to demolition of abandoned/dangerous structures, primarily in the College Hill, Sandflat, Iron Mountain and Carmichael neighborhood. In the 2025 program year, these projects/activities are budgeted at $105,340.

The city works closely with the Housing Authority, Salvation Army and local churches that provide temporary/emergency shelter. There is one homeless shelter in the Texarkana area, located on the Texas side.
The City supports the Vision and Mission of the Texarkana Homeless Coalition.  The Vision of the Texarkana Homeless Coalition is to work as an advocate with key local, state and federal organizations and business leaders to ensure all residents of the Greater Texarkana Community have the opportunity to live in a decent, safe and sanitary home that allows for the physical, emotional and economic well-being.
The Mission of the THC is to provide leadership through a collaborative community effort in addressing and improving the challenges of homelessness in the Greater Texarkana Community.  Through education, mutual support and the sharing of resources, we strive to prevent homelessness by empowering homeless and at-risk individuals to become self-sufficient members of the community. 
The Goals of THC are to serve as the greater Texarkana area planning body on homelessness.  Develop, support and implement a plan to end homelessness.  Foster community wide involvement ensuring ongoing representation of diverse community stakeholders.  Maximize resources by jointly establishing and achieving goals based on an assessment of needs in the community, unifying resources and integrating services.  Effectively serve the homeless and at-risk homeless population through the collective use of HMIS.

Owner-occupied rehabilitation and emergency repair are two of the programs that have been successful and are needed in all of our neighborhoods.  At present, our allocation does not allow for emergency assistance.   The Public Works Department’s overall goal is to improve the quality of housing and the quality of life in residential Texarkana. The PWD objective in 2025 is to accomplish the following: Improve LMI neighborhoods through the demolition and clean-up efforts, Improve the quality of life for residence within the LMI neighborhoods through minor housing rehabilitation, new home construction partnership with Habitat for Humanity, rehabilitation of the Texarkana Rec Center, street, drainage, pedestrian connectivity and park improvements.  Seek additional funds to be used to benefit households with incomes at or below 80 percent of the median income for the area.

Introduction
The City does not oversee public housing in Texarkana.  Public housing is now privatized and managed by the Texarkana, Arkansas Housing Authority.
Actions planned during the next year to address the needs to public housing
The Texarkana Arkansas Housing Authority’s mission is to promote adequate and affordable housing, economic opportunity and a sustainable living environment free from discrimination.  To demonstrate the seriousness of listening to the consumers of public housing, the Housing Authority voluntarily implemented a quarterly customer survey.  In addition, the Housing Authority has appointed a resident to be a voting member of its Board of Commissioners. This was in accordance with HUD policy and has been in place for more than 30 years.  This allows the Housing Authority tenants to have a direct voice on the Board for any policies developed.  The survey provides uncensored feedback from tenants and enables the Housing Authority to address the specific needs and concerns of the tenants.  With that tool and the results of reviews and feedback from HUD, the Housing Authority has persisted in improving administrative protocols, internal control systems, and operations management.  The area most often impacting tenant’s perception of a decent living environment is safety. Therefore, the Housing Authority continuously addresses the need to improve safety and security measures.  Preventive actions taken include the installation of surveillance equipment and contracting with security companies for outside services. Texarkana Arkansas Housing Authority continues to partner with the Texarkana Arkansas Police Department wherein officers are assigned to work specifically within Housing Authority sites.
Actions to encourage public housing residents to become more involved in management and participate in homeownership
The Executive Director of the Texarkana Arkansas Housing Authority will continue to work on the Family Self Sufficiency Program in 2025. This effort will encourage public housing residents to become more involved in saving, cleaning up credit issues, receive training in management and participate in the homeownership program. The City has an amicable working relationship/partnership with the Texarkana Arkansas Housing Authority.

Introduction
The City of Texarkana, Arkansas does not have a program in place to address homeless needs and other special needs. The city works closely with the Housing Authority, Salvation Army and local churches that provide temporary/emergency shelter. There is one homeless shelter in the Texarkana area, located on the Texas side.
The City is a current Affiliate Member of the Texarkana Homeless Coalition as a member the City supports the Vision and Mission of the THC. The Vision of the Texarkana Homeless Coalition is to work as an advocate with key local, state and federal organizations and business leaders to ensure all residents of the Greater Texarkana Community have the opportunity to live in a decent, safe and sanitary home that allows for the physical, emotional and economic well-being.
The Mission of the THC is to provide leadership through a collaborative community effort in addressing and improving the challenges of homelessness in the Greater Texarkana Community. Through education, mutual support and the sharing of resources, we strive to prevent homelessness by empowering the homeless and at-risk individuals to become self-sufficient members of the community.
 The Goals of THC are to serve as the greater Texarkana area planning body on homelessness. Develop, support and implement a plan to end homelessness. Foster community wide involvement ensuring ongoing representation of diverse community stakeholders. Maximize resources by jointly establishing and achieving goals based on an assessment of needs in the community, unifying resources and integrating services. Effectively serve the homeless and at-risk of homeless population through the collective use of HMIS.

Helping low-income individuals and families avoid becoming homeless, especially extremely low-income individuals and families and those who are: being discharged from publicly funded institutions and systems of care (such as health care facilities, mental health facilities, foster care and other youth facilities, and corrections programs and institutions); or, receiving assistance from public or private agencies that address housing, health, social services, employment, education, or youth needs.
The City relies on other organizations such as the Texarkana Housing Authority, the Texarkana Homeless Coalition and other non-profit organizations to address helping low-income individuals and families avoid becoming homeless, especially extremely low-income individuals and  families and those who are: being discharged from publicly funded institutions and systems of care (such as health care facilities, mental health facilities, foster care and other youth facilities, and corrections programs and institutions); or, receiving assistance from public or private agencies that address housing, health, social services, employment, education, or youth needs.

AP-75 Barriers to affordable housing – 91.220(j)
Introduction: 

Actions it planned to remove or ameliorate the negative effects of public policies that serve as barriers to affordable housing such as land use controls, tax policies affecting land, zoning ordinances, building codes, fees and charges, growth limitations, and policies affecting the return on residential investment
Habitat for Humanity (Habitat) is the only nonprofit housing developer in Texarkana. Habitat must look for low-cost land as high taxes and insurance make much of the land cost prohibitive. Even with Homestead caps, valuations are increasing and hurting mortgage affordability while low-cost land is increasingly difficult to find. These issues have only been exacerbated since the COVID-19 pandemic occurred. It is a priority of the City to acquire land for affordable housing. Stakeholders discussed that public perception of affordable housing and political will are major barriers in developing affordable housing in addition to development costs.
During the 2025 program year, the City will promote partnerships in housing rehabilitation and new construction. The City will support efforts made to address Fair Housing issues. The City will continue its partnership with Habitat for Humanity’s by donating additional lots in the low-to-moderate-income areas for the construction of new homes for qualified LMI citizens.
The City will review any negative effects of public policies that serve as barriers to affordable housing such as land use controls, tax policies affecting land, zoning ordinances, building codes, fees and charges, growth limitations, and policies affecting the return on residential investment and make the changes accordingly.

AP-85 Other Actions – 91.220(k)
Introduction: 

Actions planned to address obstacles to meeting underserved needs
The Public Works Department will serve as a facilitator in referrals to other agencies that assist with meeting the needs of the underserved within the city limits and in the county. Again, the goal in 2025 is to serve as the facilitator in partnership with other organizations to address housing needs in the city.
Actions planned to foster and maintain affordable housing
The City’s strategy to Remove Obstacles to Meeting Underserved Needs is to work collaboratively with the Housing Authority to improve the condition of its public housing stock with an emphasis on eliminating severely distressed public housing as well as improving the streets and drainage facilities located in these areas. The City is constantly increasing demolition and rehabilitation/reconstruction is underway for affordable housing by private investors. The PWD plans to preserve and improve the existing housing stock; improve access to homeownership for low and moderate-income families; develop flexible housing options; produce more decent affordable housing through new/construction renovation, rental subsidies and home ownership incentives; improve and strengthen community environment; support revitalization activities in targeted neighborhoods; and empower individuals, families and neighborhoods.
Actions planned to reduce lead-based paint hazards
The City will continue its focus on the evaluation and reduction of lead-based paint hazards over the next two years. The city will increase the availability of information concerning lead-based paint for the general public through print and electronic media. The City will also pursue lead-based paint evaluation and reduction through housing and demolition activities proposed for the 2023-2027 program years. In all housing related activities, the presence of lead-based paint will be determined, and actions will be taken to eliminate the paint when found.
In accordance with lead-based paint requirements, the City will incorporate the following factors to refine and narrow the communities that are at highest risk with lead-based paint hazards as related to housing rehabilitation activities:
· Age of housing (pre-1978 housing units)
· Condition of housing
· Tenure and poverty levels
· Presence of young children
· Presence of lead poisoning cases
All contractors, sub-recipients, and other community partners are advised of the lead-based paint regulations. Additionally, the City’s Public Works Office will continue to distribute information and literature on lead hazards to households who may be at risk of exposure.
Actions planned to reduce the number of poverty-level families
Through the Public Services portion of this grant, a primary goal is to provide job training, technical assistance for planning, program development and economic development opportunities without overlapping and duplicating other services in the LM income areas. The City’s local community development organizations are not experienced in grant writing, leveraging resources and strategic planning. The overall objective is helping the CDBG neighborhoods establish and strengthen legitimate community institutions by enhancing employment opportunities for its residents, improving housing conditions and improving the physical environment.
Actions planned to develop institutional structure 
Affordable housing represents the largest problem among housing units. More households live in housing units that are not affordable or hardly livable (substandard). Over thirty-four percent of Texarkana, Arkansas households are very low income, and the percentage increases to fifty seven percent for African-American households. In census tracts 202, 204, 205, 206, 207.1 and 207.2 the median tract income is extremely low. Since there is an inverse relationship between extremely low income and homeownership, it is not surprising that sixty eight percent of them reside in rental housing. The lower the household income, greater is the need for decent and affordable housing. The conditions have not changed dramatically in the past year.  The city’s goal is to focus on the overall improvement of the community by neighborhood cleanup, housing demolition, street pavement, drainage improvements, home repairs and capacity building by directing our attention on one block at a time.  This will enable the city to see a change in the community versus scattered sites.
Because the City has relationships with public housing authorities and agencies such as Habitat for Humanity, there are opportunities for continued dialogue and support for advancement of institutional structure. Additionally, as a sub-recipient of CDBG funds, the receiving entities must maintain a high level of reporting which requires a strong institutional structure. The City will provide technical assistance as needed to ensure that sub-recipients are in compliance with CDBG regulations.
Actions planned to enhance coordination between public and private housing and social service agencies
Texarkana, Arkansas will continue to support and encourage efforts of the public housing authority and agencies such as Habitat for Humanity to collaborate to increase and preserve the number of affordable housing units. The City will also encourage public housing authorities to offer services to residents in financial literacy and planning and to encourage residents to participate in programs designed to increase self-sufficiency.
Discussion: 
The City and the local community development corporations will be developing programs that will create jobs, develop skills and attract small business development. The City is excited about the efforts being made in stabilizing the community and promoting restoration. The proposed activities for 2025 will address a small number of the many housing issues identified in this Action Plan. The City has decided to focus the majority of the funding on infrastructure improvements as well as clearing and demolition.
